         The International Chili Society (ICS) is a non-profit organization that 
sanctions chili cook-offs and judges competitions with strict cooking rules 
and regulations. These worldwide events benefit charities and non-profit 
organizations. All winners of ICS sanctioned cook-offs qualify to compete 
for cash prizes and awards at the World's Championship Chili Cook-off 
held each year in October. The ICS is the largest food contest festival 
organization in the world. 
          The ICS has thousands of members worldwide, who cook, judge 
and have a good time helping raise needed funds for worthwhile charities 

and non-profit organizations. They are called ñChili Heads.ò During the 2009 chili year, the ICS 
cook-offs raised more than $1.1 million for various charities. ICS sanctioned cook-offs include 
three categories: Red (traditional red chili), Chili Verde (green chili) and Salsa. The ICS annually 
crowns a World Champion in each category. 

In 2005 LeeRoy joined the ICS and starting perfecting his recipe for Green Chili Verde. It 
soon became a family affair with our son and daughter cooking with him, but each had his or her 
own entry. Typically, the three of them travel to approximately 12 sanctioned chili cook-offs  in 
various states throughout the year.  In 2006 LeeRoy won his first sanctioned match, allowing him 
to attend the World Championship Cook-off.  Since then, he has qualified to attend the World 
Championship Chili Cook-off four times. Representing Arizona, he  placed 3rd in 2007 in the 
People's Choice Category for Green Chili Verde. In 2010, again 
Representing Arizona, he placed second in the People's Choice Category 
for Green Chili Verde. Considering the longevity and knowledge base of 
his fellow cooks, it was quite an honor to win.  
           This year both LeeRoy and our daughter Michelle have qualified to 
attend the World Championship Chili Cook-off in Manchester, New 
Hampshire on Oct 1, 2011. We hope this will be the year for one of them to 
become a World Champion Chili Head!

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Please come to the Rio Salado Vizsla Clubôs semi-annual Vizsla Specialty on Saturday, 
October 22nd, 2011 at Paradise Valley Park (17402 N. 40th Street, Phoenix, AZ 85032) starting 
around 11 AM.

What is a Specialty? 

A Specialty Dog Show is a dog show in which only one breed of dogs is shown. The Rio 
Salado Vizsla Club holds two Vizsla Specialties every year. 

 
Who can compete in the Specialty? 

The RSVC Specialty is an American Kennel Club sanctioned event, and is held under the 
rules and regulations of the AKC. To be eligible to compete, a dog must be individually registered 
with the AKC (have an AKC number), be six months of age or older, and meet any eligibility 
requirements in the written standard for its breed. Spayed or neutered dogs are not eligible to 
compete in conformation classes at a dog show. 

 
How does a dog show work? 

Each dog presented to a judge is exhibited ("handled") by its owner, breeder or a hired 
professional. Most dogs in competition at conformation shows are competing for points toward 
their AKC championship titles. It takes fifteen points, including two majors (wins of three, four or 
five points) awarded by at least three different judges, to become an American Kennel Club 
"Champion of Record."  
 The number of championship points awarded at a show depends on the number of males 
("dogs") and females ("bitches") in competition. The larger the entry, the greater the number of 
points a male or a female can win. The maximum number of points awarded to a dog at any show 
is 5 points. The current AKC point schedule can be found  by clicking here.  

 Males and females compete separately in eight regular classes. The following classes are 
usually offered, and are divided by sex: Puppy 6 to under 9 months, Puppy 9 to under 12 months, 
12 to under 18 months, Novice, Amateur-Owner-Handler, Bred By Exhibitor, American-Bred, and 
Open. 

After these classes are judged, all the dogs that won first place in a class compete again to 
see who the best of the winning dogs is. Males and females are judged separately. Only the best 
male (Winners Dog) and the best female (Winners Bitch) receive championship points. The 
Winners Dog and Winners Bitch then compete with the champions for the Best of Breed award. At 
the end of the Best of Breed Competition, five awards are usually given: 

Best of Breed - the dog judged as the best in its breed category.  
Best of Winners - the dog judged as the better of the Winners Dog and Winners Bitch. 
Best of Opposite Sex - the best dog that is the opposite sex to the Best of Breed winner.  
Select Dogðthe top quality dog after BOB and BOS have been awarded 
Select Bitchðthe top quality bitch after BOB and BOS have been awarded 
  

How do I get started showing my dog? 
The best way to start is to talk to your breeder or to join a handling class with your dog to 

learn what is expected in the show ring. Another good place to start is to attend the RSVCôs 
Socialization and Obedience classes.

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AKC Grand Champion  Title 

 Last year, the American Kennel ClubÈ began offering the Grand Champion title at AKC 
Conformation events. This new title is available to AKC Champions of Record, giving the opportunity 
for Champion dog owners to return to the show ring with their dogs and further showcase the quality 
of their breeding stock. Since many Champions used to retire after earning their CH titles, the AKC 
now offers the Grand Champion title as a way to encourage these quality dogs to return to the ring.  
Competition for this new title is judged during the Best of Breed/Variety competition at all-breed, 
group and specialty shows. All Champions of Record entered in the Best of Breed/Variety 
competition are  eligible to compete for Grand Championship points. There is no additional entry 
fee. Grand Championship points are awarded, at the judgeôs discretion, to the following placements: 
Best of Breed/Variety, Best of Opposite Sex, Select Dog and Select Bitch. Select Dog and Select 
Bitch are Champions that were recognized as the top quality of their sex after BOB and BOS have 
been awarded. 
 Grand Championship points are calculated using the same AKC Point Schedule that is used 
for Championship points. Dogs entered in non-regular classes are not counted in the computation of 
Championship or Grand Championship points. Champions of Record including champions that are 
non-regular class winners (i.e. Veterans Class Winners) or dogs that have been "moved up" to Best 
of Breed competition for the show are the only dogs eligible for Grand Championship points. 
Although Winners Dog or Winners Bitch can win Best of Breed or Best of Opposite Sex, in no case 
will they be eligible for Grand Champion competition. 
 

Grand Championship points may be awarded to eligible dogs as follows: 

¶ Best of Breed ï All dogs of both sexes in the breed or variety exhibited in the regular 
classes and Best of Breed competition will be counted 

¶ Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed ï All dogs of the same sex in the breed or variety 
exhibited in the regular classes and Best of Breed competition will be counted 

¶ Select Dog or Select Bitch ï The total number of dogs of the same sex in the breed/
variety defeated in the regular classes and BOB competition will be counted. (i.e. 2 dogs 
less than the total number of the same sex) 

Completion of the title requires all of the following: 

¶ Twenty five Grand Championship points 

¶ Three "majors" (3 or more points earned at a single show) won under 3 different judges 

¶ At least one or more of these points won under a fourth judge 

¶ Must have defeated at least one other AKC Champion of Record at three shows 
  

 For more information about the AKC Grand Champion title please see the AKC Rules 
Applying to Dog Shows. 
 In May 2011, the AKC announced a new expansion to the Grand Champion program. Grand 
Champions now have the ability to earn Bronze, Silver, Gold, and Platinum designations at AKC all-
breed , group, and specialty shows. The Bronze Grand Championship requires 100 points, the 
Silver Grand Championship requires 200 points, the Gold Grand Championship requires 400 points 
and the Platinum Grand Championship requires 800 Grand Championship points. Upon reaching 
each level, owners receive a special recognition medallion and certificate, and the AKC website is 
updated monthly with the names and breeds of all Bronze, Silver, Gold and Platinum dogs. 
 The online GCH Breed Lists have been expanded from the top 25 to 100 dogs including 
Bronze, Silver, Gold and Platinum level designations. To keep up-to-date with the competition, a 
new Top 100 All-Breed Grand Champions list is featured at www.akc.org/grandchampionship/
